NOTICE INVITING APPLICATIONS FOR RESEARCH FELLOWSHIPS

The National River Conservation Directorate, Ministry of Environment and Forests, Govt of India, New Delhi, is undertaking a study entitled, “Baseline Studies of the Tons River Upper Catchment for Conservation of River Yamuna with Reference to Potential for Improvement of River Flow”. These studies will be conducted by the National Institute of Ecology (NIE), New Delhi, and the Indian Institute of Remote Sensing (IIRS), Dehradun. The studies will be monitored regularly by a Committee chaired by the Additional Secretary, Ministry of Environment & Forests. The studies by the NIE will cover biological, hydrological, and ecological aspects of both the terrestrial and aquatic systems in the study area that lies in the Himalaya at an altitude of 2000 to 4000 m, and is accessible only by trekking.

The National Institute of Ecology invites applications for several positions of Junior Research Fellows for immediate appointment. The essential and desirable qualifications are as under:

1. First class M.Sc. degree in Botany or Zoology; with specialization in ecology or limnology and very good knowledge of taxonomy of Himalayan flora or freshwater plankton & benthos;

2. First class M.Sc. degree in Chemistry or Environmental Science, with experience in physical and chemical analysis of soil and water samples;

3. M.Sc. degree in Geology or Hydrology with experience of working in Himalayan region, and estimation of various hydrological parameters.

Only those students who are willing to work under difficult field conditions in all seasons need apply. Students who are already registered for their M.Phil/Ph.D. degree in any institution within Uttaranchal and are interested in undertaking field work in the Project area are also encouraged to apply. Whereas the students will be allowed to use the data in their dissertations, all raw and analysed data will remain the property of the NRCD and the NIE.

Please note that the candidates will be required to appear for an interview in Dehradun at their own expense.

Interested students must submit hand written applications on plain paper giving their name, complete postal address, telephone and email contacts, date of birth, details of all examination passed, experience and publication, if any. Copies of all certificates, degrees and mark sheets must be attached.
