Research

My research interests primarily relate to the functional dynamics of tropical agroforestry systems and the effects of forest management practices on ecosystem processes, particularly nutrient cycling, soil fertility and vegetation dynamics.  I am interested in an integrated research approach to understanding ecosystem processes and solving environmental problems.
Major professional attainments

My work on the functional dynamics of agroforestry and ecosystem processes such as nutrient cycling and vegetation dynamics in managed ecosystems have been attempts to explicate the scientific underpinnings of agroforestry, which generated species/site-specific management information for Kerala.  My efforts to characterise the productivity of multipurpose tree production systems yielded significant information on carbon sequestration potential of the multipurpose trees.  Our work also elucidated aspects of structural diversity in managed land use systems (e.g., tropical homegardens), indigenous ecological knowledge on trees, and aboveground resource partitioning in mixed species systems.  The pioneering work on root-level interactions in agroforestry systems using isotopic techniques provided significant insights on managing root competition.

Technologies generated 

Designed a teak stand density management diagram to predict and display the consequences of stand density manipulation; assessed the soil improving properties of trees including the stimulatory effects of nitrogen fixing trees on associated teak trees; assessed the heat of combustion and physical properties that determine combustion of phytofuels of common multipurpose tree species.
