Sunil Nautiyal did PhD on ‘Ecosystem function of buffer zone villages of Nanda Devi Biosphere Reserve’ (http://gbpihed.nic.in/envis/thesis/thesis_nautialsunil.html) and being an interdisciplinary study, he tried to bring together ecological sciences with social sciences. He has analysed different food production systems (i.e. agriculture, medicinal plants cultivation, kitchen gardens, animal husbandry, flow of resources and their interlinkages and interdependencies with domestic and forest ecosystem) of village ecosystem and evaluated the sustainability  using ecological and economic indicators. Objectives of his study were to provide appropriate solutions for ecosystem conservation and socio-economic upliftment of rural people living in and around the protected areas of Indian Himalayan region.
